But stronger than this, I 
feel that it is important that they should not just be so listed, but legally protected by statute, 
which I think means that it would be a criminal offence to interfere with the battlefields in 
any way..  In this way they would be protected by law for all time to insure against future 
development, damage and degradation. This is vital, two important reasons being both to 
protect Scotland's heritage and also economically because of the interests of tourism.
