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WALK 5 –  STENTON PRECINCT 
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The Stenton Precinct, to the South of the town, appears on the 1974 
version of the Glenrothes Development Plan. This closely knit precinct 
features a broad selection of art from the 1970s and 1980s, set in a loop 
formation. The fibreglass pieces on this route are by Tunde Cockshott, 
an assistant to Town Artist, Malcolm Robertson during the 1980s.
